○ As for the rich in this present age, charge them not to be haughty, nor to set
their hopes on the uncertainty of riches, but on God, who richly provides us
with everything to enjoy. They are to do good, to be rich in good works, to be
generous and ready to share, thus storing up treasure for themselves as a
good foundation for the future, so that they may take hold of that which is
truly life.

● Development involves inviting someone to join what God is doing - not just
asking for money.

○ So Jesus said to them, “Truly, truly, I say to you, the Son can do nothing
of his own accord, but only what he sees the Father doing. For whatever
the Father does, that the Son does likewise.” John 5:19

● Our role is to sow faithfully. God is responsible for the harvest.
○ So neither he who plants nor he who waters is anything, but only God who

gives the growth. He who plants and he who waters are one, and each will
receive his wages according to his labor. For we are God’s fellow workers.
You are God’s field… 1 Corinthians 3:7-9

● Our security is in God, not money.
